Genesis 1

1 In the beginning God created the 
heavens and the earth. 2 Now the 

earth was formless and 
empty, darkness was over the 

surface of the deep, and the Spirit 
of God was hovering over the 

waters…



    Genesis 1

26 Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our 
image, in our likeness,
so that they may rule over the fish in the sea 
and the birds in the sky, over the livestock and 
all the wild animals, and over all the creatures 
that move along the ground.”

27 So God created mankind in his own image,
in the image of God he created them;
male and female he created them.



    Genesis 1

28 God blessed them and said to them,

    Genesis 9

9 Then God blessed Noah and his sons, saying to 
them, “Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the 
earth.
2 The fear and dread of you will fall on all the beasts 
of the earth, and on all the birds in the sky, on every 
creature that moves along the ground, and on all the 
fish in the sea; they are given into your 
hands.

    Exodus 19

3 Then Moses went up to God, and the LORD called to

4 ‘You yourselves have seen what I did to Egypt, and 
how I carried you on eagles’ wings and brought you to 
myself. 5 Now if you obey me fully and keep my 
covenant, then out of all nations you will be my 
treasured possession. Although the whole earth is 
mine, 6 you will be for me a kingdom of priests and a 
holy nation.’

13 “In my vision at night I looked, and there before 
me was one like a son of man, coming with the clouds 
of heaven. He approached the Ancient of Days and 

was led into his presence. 14 He was given 
authority, glory and sovereign power; 

all nations and peoples of every language worshiped 
him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion that 

will not pass away, and his kingdom is one that will 
never be destroyed.



Daniel 7:15-18 

15 “I, Daniel, was troubled in spirit, and the visions 
that passed through my mind disturbed me. 16 I 

approached one of those standing there and asked 
him the meaning of all this.

“So he told me and gave me the interpretation of 
these things: 17 ‘The four great beasts are four kings 
that will rise from the earth. 18 But the holy people of 

the Most High will receive the kingdom and will 
possess it forever—yes, for ever and ever.’



    Daniel 7

19 “Then I wanted to know the meaning of the fourth 
beast… 20 I also wanted to know about the ten horns on its 
head and about the other horn that came up… 21 As I 
watched, this horn was waging war against the holy people 
and defeating them, 22 until the Ancient of Days came and 
pronounced judgment in favor of the holy people of the

    Daniel 7

23 “He gave me this explanation: ‘The fourth beast is a fourth 
kingdom that will appear on earth. It will be different from all 
the other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth, trampling 
it down and crushing it. … 25 He will speak against the Most 
High and oppress his holy people and try to change the set 
times and the laws. The holy people will be delivered into his 
hands for a time, times and half a time.
26 “‘But the court will sit, and his power will be taken away and 
completely destroyed forever. 27 Then the sovereignty, power 
and greatness of all the kingdoms under heaven will be 
handed over to the holy people of the Most High. His 
kingdom will be an everlasting kingdom, and all rulers will 
worship and obey him.’

    Matthew 19

28 Jesus said to them, “Truly I tell you, at the 
renewal of all things, when the Son of Man sits on his 
glorious throne, you who have followed me will 
also sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve 
tribes of Israel. 29 And everyone who has left houses 
or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or 
children or fields for my sake will receive a hundred 
times as much and will inherit eternal life. 30 But 
many who are first will be last, and many who are 
last will be first.



    Luke 22

2
4 A dispute also arose among them as to which of them was 
considered to be greatest. 25 Jesus said to them, “The kings 
of the Gentiles lord it over them; and those who exercise 
authority over them call themselves Benefactors. 26 But you 
are not to be like that. Instead, the greatest among you 
should be like the youngest, and the one who rules like 
the one who serves. 27 For who is greater, the one who is at 
the table or the one who serves? Is it not the one who is at 
the table? But I am among you as one who serves. 28 You 
are those who have stood by me in my trials. 29 And I 
confer on you a kingdom, just as my Father conferred 
one on me, 30 so that you may eat and drink at my table 
in my kingdom and sit on thrones, judging the twelve 
tribes of Israel.



    1 Corinthians 6

1If any of you has a dispute with another, do 
you dare to take it before the ungodly for 
judgment instead of before the Lord’s 
people? 2 Or do you not know that the Lord’s 
people will judge the world? And if you are to 
judge the world, are you not competent to judge 
trivial cases? 3 Do you not know that we will 
judge angels? How much more the things of this 
life!



    Revelation 20
4 I saw thrones on which were seated those who had been 
given authority to judge. And I saw the souls of those 
who had been beheaded because of their testimony 
about Jesus and because of the word of God. They had 
not worshiped the beast or its image and had not 
received its mark on their foreheads or their hands. They 
came to life and reigned with Christ a thousand 
years. 5 (The rest of the dead did not come to life until 
the thousand years were ended.) This is the first 
resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy are those who share in 
the first resurrection. The second death has no power 
over them, but they will be priests of God and of 
Christ and will reign with him for a thousand years.



    Revelation 22

22 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of 
life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the throne of God and 
of the Lamb 2 down the middle of the great street of the 
city. On each side of the river stood the tree of life, bearing 
twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit every month. And 
the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the 
nations. 3 No longer will there be any curse. The throne of 
God and of the Lamb will be in the city, and his servants 
will serve him. 4 They will see his face, and his name will 
be on their foreheads. 5 There will be no more night. They 
will not need the light of a lamp or the light of the sun, for 
the Lord God will give them light. And they will reign 
for ever and ever.

Philippians 1

1 Paul and Timothy, servants of Christ Jesus,

To all God’s holy people in Christ Jesus at Philippi, 
together with the overseers and deacons: 

2 Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the 
Lord Jesus Christ.



Philippians 1

27 Whatever happens, 
conduct yourselves in a manner worthy
of the gospel of Christ.

Then, whether I come and see you or 
only hear about you in my absence, 
I will know (lit: hear) that 
 you stand firm in the one Spirit,
 striving together as one 
for the faith of the gospel



Philippians 1
27 Whatever happens, 
 conduct yourselves in a manner worthy
 of the gospel of Christ. 
 
 28 without being frightened in any way 
  by those who oppose you. 

 This is a sign to them that they will be destroyed, 
 but that you will be saved—and that by God.
29 For it has been granted to you on behalf of Christ 
not only to believe in him, but also to suffer for him,
30 since you are going through the same struggle you saw I had, and 
now hear that I still have.



Philippians 1

3 I thank my God every time I remember you.

4 In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with 
joy 5 because of your partnership in the gospel from the first 
day until now, 6 being confident of this, that he who began a 
good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day 
of Christ Jesus.
7 It is right for me to feel this way about all of you, since I have 
you in my heart and, whether I am in chains or defending and 
confirming the gospel, all of you share in God’s grace with 
me. 8 God can testify how I long for all of you with the 
affection of Christ Jesus.



Philippians 1

9 And this is my prayer: 
that your love may abound more and more 
in knowledge and depth of insight,

 

 10 so that you may be able to discern what is best 
and 

 may be pure and blameless for the day of Christ,
 

 11 filled with the fruit of righteousness
  that comes through Jesus Christ —

 to the glory and praise of God.



Philippians 1

12 Now I want you to know, brothers and sisters, that what 
has happened to me has actually served to advance the 
gospel. 13 As a result, it has become clear throughout the 
whole palace guard and to everyone else that I am in 
chains for Christ. 14 And because of my chains, most of the 
brothers and sisters have become confident in the Lord and 
dare all the more to proclaim the gospel without fear.



Philippians 1

15 It is true that some preach Christ out of envy and rivalry, 
but others out of goodwill. 16 The latter do so out of love, 
knowing that I am put here for the defense of the 
gospel. 17 The former preach Christ out of selfish 
ambition, not sincerely, supposing that they can stir up 
trouble for me while I am in chains. 18 But what does it 
matter? The important thing is that in every way, whether 
from false motives or true, Christ is preached. 
And because of this I rejoice.



Philippians 1

Yes, and I will continue to rejoice, 19 for I know that 
through your prayers and God’s provision of the Spirit 
of Jesus Christ what has happened to me will turn out 
for my deliverance. 20 I eagerly expect and hope that I 
will in no way be ashamed, but will have sufficient 
courage so that now as always Christ will be exalted 
in my body, whether by life or by death.



Philippians 1

21 For to me, to live is Christ and to die is gain. 22 If I am to go 
on living in the body, this will mean fruitful labor for me. Yet 
what shall I choose? I do not know! 23 I am torn between 
the two: I desire to depart and be with Christ, which is 
better by far; 24 but it is more necessary for you that I 
remain in the body. 25 Convinced of this, I know that I will 
remain, and I will continue with all of you for your progress 
and joy in the faith, 26 so that through my being with you 
again your boasting in Christ Jesus will abound on account 
of me.



Philippians 3

7 But whatever were gains to me I now consider loss for the 
sake of Christ. 8 What is more, I consider everything a loss 
because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my 
Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. 

I consider them garbage, that I may gain Christ9 and be found 
in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from 
the law, but that which is through faith in Christ—the 
righteousness that comes from God on the basis of faith. 10 I 
want to know Christ—yes, to know the power of his 
resurrection and participation in his sufferings, becoming like 
him in his death, 11 and so, somehow, attaining to the 
resurrection from the dead.



Philippians 3

15 All of us, then, who are mature should take such a view of 
things. And if on some point you think differently, that too God 
will make clear to you. 16 Only let us live up to what we have 
already attained.
17 Join together in following my example, brothers and sisters, and 
just as you have us as a model, keep your eyes on those who live as 
we do. 18 For, as I have often told you before and now tell you 
again even with tears, many live as enemies of the cross of 
Christ. 19 Their destiny is destruction, their god is their 
stomach, and their glory is in their shame. Their mind is set on 
earthly things. 20 But our citizenship is in heaven. And we eagerly 
await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ, 21 who, by the 
power that enables him to bring everything under his control, will 
transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like his glorious 
body.
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
